APPLIED MICROBIOLOGY
The course will run from 9:30am until around 4:00pm at Sutton Coldfield Grammar School for Girls. A buffet lunch and refreshments will be provided, along with course materials. The course will be delivered by Malcolm Ingram from ASE. Following the introductory course, which dealt with aseptic techniques, preparation of media, maintenance of cultures, & dealing with contamination and disposal, this is more specialized. It will include:
Microbiology

• Serial dilution technique

• Selective media

• Counting microbes (turbidity, direct counts and viable counts)

• Antibiotic assays

• Respiratory mutants; Genetics of microbes,

• Bioreactors, setting up and recording via data logging or integral control unit

• Staining bacteria, Gram stain, negative staining, etc.

• Using algae as suitable micro-organisms.

Biotechnology

• Examining the safe use of enzymes and microbes in genetic transformations

• Immobilising enzymes for investigations

• Preparing samples protein digests and carrying out electrophoresis investigations

• Examining the variety of DNA kits available, and extracting DNA

• Plant tissue culture and micropropagation
